had accumulated and hardened by the action of rain
and other processes (by which this coral sand is
oonverted into limestone), were to be seen rocks of
the most irregular and fantastic shape, forming many
of those remarkable caves which are, in most cases,
covered with luxuriant vegetation, and add so much
to the interest of these islands.
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
