doubtfully so in Asia and America."

Seemann records it only from waste places in the Fijis. Forster collected it in the

Tongan Islands, and Sir E. Home in Uvea or Wallis Island.

Mr Bentham records it from Australia, but we find no specimens, and it is not
included in his Flora, so we think it is an error.
