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concave, with a pair of slight ridges within its concavity. Vertex with a quadra

depression, which is rather broader than long, and surrounded by spines. The
maxillary

does not extend backwards to below the middle of the eye. All the cutaneous appendages
on the head, body, and fins are well developed. The fourth and fifth dorsal spines are the

longest, two-fifths of the length of the head, and equal to the second of the anal fin,
which, however, is stronger. Eight of the pectoral rays are branched. Body and fins
marbled with the usual colours of this genus, but without any peculiar markings. The
axil of the pectoral is scarcely spotted, and the lower part of the head is white. Japan.
