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The species, all of which are Oriental, are small. The following have been
described :— '

Ceratocarcinus dilatatus, A. Milne Edwards. New Caledonia. (This species is
nearly allied to and may be a variety of Ceratocarcinus longimanus).

Ceratocarcinus spinosus, Miers. Oriental Scas,

Ceratocarcinus longimanus, Adams and White.

Ceratocarcinus longimanus, Adams and White, Proc. Zool. Soc. Lond., p. 57, 1847 ; Crust. in
Zool.

Arrou (Arge) Islands, September 18, 1874 (an adult male).

This specimen has the rostral and latceral spines longer, and the prominences of the
dorsal surface of the carapace more developed than in White’s figure, or in a specimen
bearing his name in the collection of the British Museum from Borneo. In these
characters it more nearly approaches Ceratocarcinus dilatatus, A. Milne Edwards,! from
New Caledonia, which indeed is only distinguishable by its broader carapace, and may
perhaps be regarded as a variety of Ceratocarcinus longimanus.

Ceratocarcinus speciosus, Dana.?

This is another nearly allied species, but is apparently well distinguished by its much
broader front and distinctly spinulose chelipedes.
