Among the species dredged by the Travailleur between Marseilles and Corsica were
Leucotlzoè denticulata and Lysianassa cilia/a, and at the deepest station, "234 It 250
mtres," "Ichnopus taurus, Ichnopus calceoiatu8, Ampelisca Gayrnardi."

The subfamily Oedicerina, Lilhjeborg, 1865, Oediceriwe, Boeck, 1870, was called by G. 0. Sara,
in 1882, the family Oediceridw. This change is here accepted. Great weight is laid on the
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
