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Reproductive Organs hermaphrodite, but the ova and spermatozoa are not mature

at the same time.

Gemmation takes place; and alternation of generations occurs in the life-history.

This important family contains the well-known genus Scdpct and its immediate

allies. As it is the typical group of the Hemimyaria, its characters are mainly those of

that suborder; and as they will be discussed under the heading of the genus Salj)a, it is

not necessary to notice them further here.

The family Salpid was formed by Professor Edward Forbes in 1853. It contains

two genera-Salpa, Forsk.h1, and C'yciosalpa, Blainville. They may be distinguished
as follows :-

Body not attached, elongated, with the apertures at the opposite ends.
Test gelatinous or cartilaginous; transparent.

Dorsal Lamina in the form of a vascular band marking the junction of

branchial and atrial sacs.
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
