a Truncus ((kenosarc). Common 8te?n. Stanrn.
aa Apex trunci. Top of the stem. Scheitelpunkt.
ab Cormidia. Groups of persons. Personen-Gruppen.
ac Canales trunci. Vessels of the trunk. Stamm-Candle.
ad Linea dor8alis trunci. Dorsal line of the stem. Stamm-Riickenlinie.
af Facetta (insertio cortnidii). Insertion of the cormidia. Cormidien-Facetten.
ah Antruni hypocystale Hypocystic cavity. Blasengrund-Hohle.
ai Internodia trunci. Intornodes of the trunk. Stamm-Zwischenknoten.
am Nodi trunci. Nodes of the trunk. Stamm-Knoteu.
an Nectosoma (truncus motorius). Swimming body. Schwünmkorper.
ao Ostium terminals (prostoma). Primitive mouth. Urmund.
ap Sipho primordialis (truncus). Primitive siphon. Ursipho.
as Siphosoma (truncus nutritivus). Nutritive body. . Nahrkorper.
at Tubus trunci centralis. Axial tube of the stem. Axenrohr.
av Linea ventralis trunci. Ventral line of the stem. Stamm-Bauchlinie.
az Fulcrum trunci. Supporting plate of the stem. Stamm-Stutzplatte.

li Bracteo (Hydrophyilia). ProtecUves. Deck8iücke.

ba Facies exumbralia bracteLe. Exumbrellar face of the bract. Deckstuck-Mantel.
bb Basis bractee. Base of the bract. Deckstiick-Basis.
be Phyllocystis. Phyllocyst. Deokstiick-Blase.
bd Margo dorsalis. . Dorsal edge of the bract. Riicken-Kante.
bh Cavitus bractealis. Subumbrellar cavity of the bract. Deckstück-Höhle.

bk Cnidotienke. Urticating bands. Nesseirippen.
lii Margo sinister. Left-hand edge. Linko Kante.

lip Pedunculus bracte. Pedicle of the bract. Deckstück-StieL
by Margo ventralis. Ventral edge of the bract. Bauch-Kante.

bz Margo dexter. Right-hand edge. Reohte Kante.

c Canales (vasa nutritiva). Vc88e18. Candle.

ca Canalis axialis. Axial vessel. Axen-Canal.

cb Canalis bractoalis. Canal of the bract. Deckstiiok-CanaL
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
