list. Put dredge over again, also put over trawl twice, as the first time it did not seem
to have been at the bottom. This is a noted ground for dredging Hyalonema. Obtained

a series of temperatures. At 6 p.M. completed trawling and dredging, and proceeded
towards Kobé.

the Challenger. Recorded from Mauritius.
nitida, Verrill (?). One specimen ; obtained at no other locality by the
Challenger. Recorded from Central Pacific.
