ANTIFATHARIA (Brook, Zool. Pt. 80). STATION 244.
ANIMALS FROMBathypathes pat? la, n. g., n. sp. One specimeu; obtained also at Stations 195, 218 TRAWL.

(var.), and 246.

ACTINIARIA (Hertwig, Zool. pts. 15 and 73).

Antheomorpiw elegans, n.g., ri.sp. Three specimens ; obtained at no other locality.

Only species of the genus.
Amphiantlius ornatum, n.g., ii.sp. One specimen ; obtained also at Stations 56

and 241. The only other species of the genus (Amphianthus

bathybium) was taken at Station 241.

Sicyonis elongata, n.g., n.sp. One specimen; obtained at no other locality. The

only other species of the genus (Sicyonis crassa) was taken

at Station 147.
Another Actinian, genus and species undetermined.

CORALS (Moseley, Zool. Pt. 7).

Bathyactis symmetrica (Pourtalès). Two specimens; for distribution see Station 24.

HYDROIDA (Aliman, Zool. pt. 70).

Stylactis vermicola, n.sp. One colony (attached to the back of Lwtmonice proclucta,
var. benthal'iana); obtained at no other locality.

CRINOIDEA (Carpenter, Zool. Pt. 60).

Anteclon ctbyssicola, n.sp. Two specimens; obtained also at Station 160.

ASTEROIDEA (Sladen, Zool. pt. 51).

Hymenaster infrrnalis, n.sp. One specimen; obtained at no other locality.

Benthaster wyville-thomsoni, n.g., n.sp. Obtained at no other locality. The only

other species of the genus (Benthaster penicillatus) was

taken at Station 218.

Fre?/ella heroina, n.sp. Obtained at no other locality.

ECHINOIDEA (Agassiz, Zool. pt. 9).

Pourtalesia laguncula, n.sp. Obtained also at Stations 168, 169, 191, and 232.

HOLOTHURIOIDEA (Théel, Zool. pts. 13 and 39).

Oneirophanta mutcthilis, n.g., n.sp. Obtained also at Stations 146, 157, 160, 241,

281, 299, and 325. Only species of the genus.

Pseuclostichopus villosus, n.g., 11-SP. One specimen; obtained also at Stations 61,

146, 147, 156, 157, 216, 296, 302, and 325.

Holothuria thomsoni, n.sp. Three specimens; obtained also at Station 237.
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
