Uolella rarnulosa, n.g.,n.sp. About twelve specimens; obtained at no other locality.
Arnaroucium recunibens, n.sp. One specimen; obtained at no other locality.

Leptoclinum tenue, n.sp. About twenty specimens; obtained also at Stations 308

and 320.

propinquum, n.sp. Several specimens ; obtained at no other locality.

FISHES (Gunther, Zool. pt. 57).

Uentroscyilium granulatum, n.sp. One specimen ; obtained at no other locality.

Macurusfasciat'us, n.sp. Five specimens; obtained also at Stations 305 and 309.

In addition to the foreoing, the following are recorded in the Station-book:-0
Epizoanthus (?) on Gorgonoid stems, Euryale, Ophiomyxct, two specimens of Ophiolep'is,
and several other Ophiuricis of three species (only two species of Ophiuroidea noted
above), very many specimens of Hemiaster of two species, Aphroditacean, Delltalium,
several specimens of Patella (?), Icimonea, and Terebratula.

Excluding Protozoa, over 350 specimens of invertebrates and fishes were obtained
at this Station, belonging to about 65 species, of which 42 are new to science, including
representatives of 7 new genera; 16 of the new species and 1 new genus were not
obtained elsewhere.
