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or sandy mud, but those from deep water are found on various kinds of deposit, including
““ grey ooze,” ** globigerina ooze,” “ red clay,” and * hard ground.”

Temperature also appears to have little influence upon the distribution of the
Ascidim Simplices, as the temperatures of their localities range from nealy freezing point
upwards.
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
